Westwood Swim Club, Eastampton, NJ

Directions:  

From 295 (South) Take Exit 45A.  (Mt. Holly/Willingboro)  This will exit onto Rancocas Road.  At you third traffic light (Irick Rd) you will make a left.  At the next traffic light make a right (Woodlane Road/Rt. 630).  You will pass through four traffic signals, the last signal being at the intersection of Jacksonville Rd.   Westwood Swim Club will be approximately ½ mile on your left.

From 295 (North or South) Take Exit 47A to Rt 541 south towards Mt. Holly.  You will travel south until you see a jug handle on your right (Woodlane Road) through the right at the intersection (Dunkin Donuts will be on the corner).  Proceed east Woodlane through a second traffic light (Jacksonville Rd). Westwood Swim Club will be approximately ½ mile on your left.
Special Instruction:  Gates will open at 6:30 AM.  There is no parking on Woodlane Road/Rt630.  Vehicles will be towed.  There is no public parking on the grounds of the Westwood Swim Club except for swim club representatives, coaches or meet officials.  Handicapped Parking will be provided.  Parking on residential streets in Mount Holly and Eastampton is allowed.  Those that choose to park on residential streets will have to follow local ordinances and New Jersey State Motor Vehicle Laws.  (Note:  Vehicle should not block private driveways and park with traffic)

Swimmer Drop Off:  Parents can drop their swimmer(s) off at the front gate on the Westwood Swim Club grounds.  Parking staff will direct you in and out of the grounds to ensure a smooth transition. When leaving the grounds you will turn left and drive a short distance and park in Gregory’s Shopping Center parking lot.  Eastampton Police Officers will be stationed on Woodlane Road to minimize any traffic jams. (See attached map)
Spectator Parking: Spectator parking will be provided in the parking lot of Gregory’s Shopping Center. Gregory’s Shopping Center is located further east on Woodlane Road.  It is an easy walking distance to the swim club.

Coaches /Officials/Club Representatives Parking:  Permits will be issued to coaches, club representatives and meet officials.  This permit is to be prominently displayed on the vehicle dashboard.  Those who park on the club grounds without a parking permit may be towed at the discretion of the Westwood Swim Club.

Handicapped Parking:  Handicapped parking will be provided. Vehicles must display a valid NJ Handicapped Parking Placard.  There will also be a few places available for the elderly to park on the grounds so please tell a parking volunteer.

Special Notes to Westwood Parking Committee

1. 3 people should work the event from 6:00 – 9:00

2. After 9:00, only 2 people needed.  One for each area of the lot.  3 people at the conclusion of the meet to get the cars moving.

3. An off duty police officer to direct traffic off the main road.  An officer was hired from 6:30 am-9:30 and from 12:30 – 2:30 pm.  This helped get the cars out of the lot very fast after the meet.  This also helps to prevent any problems with the township and the neighbors.

4. Walkie talkies if available would be good if the lot behind the pool is used for parking.

5. Yellow cones can be borrowed from the gas company to se up traffic patterns and also yellow caution tape to block off key areas and for foot traffic.

6. If using the back parking lot, 4 parking passes for each club.  If only using the front lot. Only 2-3.  This will need to be determined.

7. There should be a swimmer drop off zone for parents to drop swimmers then to go and park.

8. A volunteer was at the drop off zone checking swimmers for badges and directing swimmers.

9. The main problem in the past was getting the cars through the lot in the morning. Most cars arrive around 7:30.   There does not seem to be a solution except to move cars through the lot quickly, while still keeping safety a priority.
